WHO DO YOU FOLLOW?

If the first goal of Catholic Youth Ministry is to “empower young people to live as disciples of Jesus Christ in
our world today” (from USCC document Renewing the Vision), it begs the question, do they know who Jesus
is—I mean personally, in their lives? Have our youth been introduced to Jesus in such a way that they would
even want to learn more about Him and desire to follow Him? This is what evangelization is all about. In youth
ministry, we are constantly striving to find an experience, a language, an “on-ramp,” if you will, to present the
Gospel to young people.

KNOWLEDGE VS. DISCIPLESHIP

| try to imagine being a reporter back in the days when Jesus walked on earth. I would go from village to village
asking people if they knew who Jesus is, and what they thought of him. I imagine that some people would say,
“Oh sure, | know him—I went to Hebrew school with him!” Or perhaps, “I know who he is —he seems to stir up
trouble wherever he goes.” But then there would be those who say, “Yes, | know Jesus, and knowing him has
transformed my life!”

It is clear to see that knowing Jesus and following him are two different things—but I think in youth ministry we
might assume that knowledge of Jesus will lead to discipleship. In fact, studies have shown that young Catholics
report a “disconnect” between knowledge of their faith and the practice of their faith. (See the National Study of
Youth & Religion for some disturbing examples.)

THE YEAR OF JESUS CHRIST—TEN YEARS LATER

Back when we were preparing for the Jubilee year, 2000, Pope John Paul Il declared certain years for each mem-
ber of the Trinity. The year 1997 was designated for the year of Jesus Christ. But this year, 2007, seems to be the
year of Jesus, revisited. For example, the theme for Catechetical Sunday this year is “Encountering the Living
Christ.” The theme for the National Catholic Youth Conference (NCYC) is “Discover Jesus Christ, the Way.”
And now Pope Benedict XVI has written a book called Jesus of Nazareth. Do you think the Holy Spirit is trying
to tell us something?

RESOURCES FOR FORMING YOUNG DISCIPLES

This past spring, every parish received a copy of this year’s national Resource Manual filled with activities and
programs to assist young people in discovering who Jesus is for them. | encourage you to utilize this resource. In
addition, a youth ministry track will be offered in conjunction with the Religious Studies Program on “Forming
Young Disciples.” This class will focus on utilizing the parish as the means for this formation. Working together,
let us continue to explore ways of introducing the Jesus of our faith to young people as the first step in their disci-
pleship formation.

Something to think about . . .
From Dr. Nick Abraham:

I heard a great story once that is worth the retelling. -

Once upon a time in the land of plenty, a wealthy corporate executive left Sunday church with bulletin in
hand. Walking to the car, he read about a Missionary trip for adolescents to Mexico in order to experience,
among other things, “real poverty.” Decidedly convinced of this worthwhile trip, he approached his young son
and  required his attendance at the “come and see” session. After hearing how his son would be immersed
into another culture, directly experiencing the plight of under-developed lands, the well-intentioned Father
reiterated his conviction that his son would learn much about the poverty in Mexico and persuaded him to go
on this month-long journey.

And so the young man packed his essentials and proceeded to what he considered the other side of the world,
where he was met with many new and enlightening adventures.

Upon his return one month later, the Father, eager to hear how the son's life had been transformed, sat him
down and asked for a “play by play” description of the experience and what he had learned.
His son, somber and sober-faced, began to speak with a spirit of solemnity. He revealed to his Father that,
indeed, he had learned much on his trip and began to elaborate. “During the morning hours, before the heat
became overwhelming, they worked in the fields and brought in fresh vegetables for their nightly dinner. After
lunch, bells rang, signaling that it was time for all of the children to parade to the ‘waterhole’ and, with adult
supervision, swim for hours before going to their homes for a simple supper. At night, they all went outside and
played together - everyone came out and everyone felt safe. And before the end of the day, each day, one of the
wise elders from the neighborhood would tell a story of hope and encouragement to everyone gathered.”

The Father was mesmerized by every word and yet did not experience joy in his son's eyes. His eagerness to
hear what the son had learned from his experience in a poor country was soon transformed by panic - the kind
of panic that comes when one has spent his entire life chasing something, only to find out, it was an illusion.

The young son looked at his Father and spoke again, “Dad, you were right about facing poverty. They had
community; we’ve traded it for private bedrooms. They had the creek to play in and adults to watch over
them; we have our fenced in swimming pool made of cold concrete. They had fresh vegetables that their
hands co-created. We have fast foods and microwave dinners. They sweat for their sustenance yet laugh and
play. We sit in air-conditioned offices, wondering what to consume next - and rarely even smiling. They are
thin from all of the bodily activity. We are fat from the computers and couches. They have each other to play
with, while we have things. They played together and didn't have cliques. We rank and file each other - always
wondering who's in and who's out.

Thanks Dad - for helping me realize how POOR we are. | hope one day we can become rich like them. Do
you think we can? Or is it too late?”

Soon her
lights came, but with an apology from the distributor. The $14,800 package was out of stock, so they had sent the
$48,000 set at no additional cost.

So, whether it is a television network or a pair of cowboy boots, God knows your heart and is waiting to surprise
you. As you take a break this summer, renew yourself by reading a good book, talk with other youth ministers,
gather together some great new ideas for forming disciples for Christ. And of course: PRAY—then keep your eyes
peeled for garage sales.

Edmonds also caught up with Rose Mary Wells, who
served as the Administrative Assistant for Youth & Young
Adult Ministries for eight years.
