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Myth: Do not “have” to file because the income is too low.

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Myth: Afraid it will impact applying for benefits.
[image: image6.wmf]Fact = Federal law excludes tax refunds from determination for other federal benefits
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Myth: Afraid it will impact remaining on benefits.
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Fact = Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) is not included in income in the month received and not included in resources for nine months after receipt.
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Myth: Cannot afford to pay a preparer.
