e Have the students create a Greeting Card to be given
to another student. In this greeting card, student #1
will draw a picture or symbol of what gifts they see in
student #2.

e At the end of the class, Student #1 will give the card
to Student #2.

e Then Student #2 must come up with a creative way of sharing this gift with
Student #1.

An Extended Activity: Teach and discuss how Saint Paul’s letters were real letters or “greeting
cards” to instruct and even recognize the good the Lord was doing in their communities and cautions
of the bad. St. Paul says: “Let a man so consider us, as servants of Christ and stewards of the
mysteries of God” (I Cor.4: 1).

Have the students create a stained glass window
collage with all the pictures or symbols of the gifts

they recognize in themselves or each other.

Create a second window collage showing how they are sharing these gifts.
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Activity 12: What gift is in the bag?

After discussing the importance of recognizing the gifts God has given to either us
or another, the students will practice recognizing these gifts by their attributes.

e The students will begin by describing what the gift is (synonyms).

e Then they will take turns reaching into a bag to touch a hidden object that
symbolizes the gift from God.

e After five clues are given, the other students try to guess what is in the bag
based on the descriptive

e Then the students discuss how this gift can be shared.

Example: The gift of patience.

A student will describe the gift as: endurance, tolerance, persistence,
fortitude, perseverance, forbearance.

In the bag, the symbol could be a rock, or a small figurine of a: donkey
(Jesus and Mary both rode a donkey), an Ant, Owl.
